NFIRS Report Design:  Civilian Casualties



REPORT DESCRIPTION:  

1. When specifying report parameters, the user will specify a Casualty Type: Fatalities OR Injuries.
 The Civilian Casualty Report summarizes casualty data for civilian casualties into several graphical outputs each represented on a separate report page:

2. Casualties (Fatalities OR Injuries) by Property Use 
3. Casualties (Fatalities OR Injuries) by Incident Type 
4. Total Casualties (Fatalities OR Injuries) by Time Series 
5. Fire Incident Casualties (Fatalities OR Injuries) by Time Series

6. Non-Fire Incident Casualties (Fatalities OR Injuries) by Time Series.

The following fields appear on each the report page:

7. Total Incidents

8. Incidents with Casualties (Fatalities OR Injuries)

9. Total Casualties (Fatalities OR Injuries)

10. Casualty Graph by Grouping Field

1. RUNTIME PARAMETERS

2. Date Range

3. Group Selection

4. Status  

5. Version

6. Released

a. Casualty Type (the user selects either Fatalities OR Injuries)

7. Time Series

The incidents selected for the report will be based upon parameters entered by the user at runtime.  Casualties from Mutual Aid Given incidents are NOT included in the report (where Aid Given equals code 3 or 4 in the Basic Module). Casualties from Exposure incidents are included in the report.
RUNTIME PARAMETERS:

The NFIRS 5.0 Summary Output Reports Tool enables the user to enter a number of runtime parameters that will affect the output of the final report.  Primarily parameters are used to filter a given report’s content in terms of Incidents or Fire Departments.  Parameters are also used to sort a report’s output.   A parameter page showing all user runtime report parameter selections is created as the first page of the report.

The Civilian Casualty report offers the following runtime parameters:

b. Date Range:  Dates may be entered for the report using two text fields which appear at the top of the online parameter screen.  Located next to each of these fields is a Calendar control that may be used to select dates for each field.  Date values entered into these two fields on the online screen will determine the beginning and ending dates for which incidents will be retrieved.

c. Group Selection:  The Group selection control operates much like the folder view in the Microsoft File Explorer.  The control displays the groups and FDIDs the user can access based upon their NFIRS group assignment. Users with access above a single FDID level may select both groups and individual FDIDs for the report.  The FDIDs that comprise the selected “group” will be used to filter the content of the report.

1. Status:  The Status control contains a drop down list that provides the user with choices for filtering the Incidents in the report based upon the Incident’s Status (e.g. Valid, Invalid, or Both).

2. Version:  The Version control contains a drop down list that provides the user with choices for filtering the Incidents in the report based upon the Incident’s original input version (e.g. 4.1, 5.0, or Both).

3. Released:  The Released control contains a drop down list which provides the user with choices for filtering the Incidents in the report based upon the Incident’s Release status (e.g. Released, Unreleased, or Both).

4. Casualty Type:  The Casualty Type parameter contains a drop down list where the user selects the type of Casualty (Fatality or Injury) that will be counted on the report.

d. Time Series:  The time series parameter contains a drop down list where the user selects the time period for which casualties are grouped.  The available Time Series options are:
e. Day of the Week

f. Day of the Month

g. Hour of the Day

h. Month of the Year

i. Quarter of the Year

j. Week of the Month

k. Week of the Year

SQL:

SQL in an Actuate report may lie at both the Report and at the Field Level. Report level SQL determines the overall data values from the database that will be included in the calculations for a specific report.   Field level SQL is generally used to sum or count values from the overall data included at the Report Level.

A. Report SQL:  

Report level SQL determines the overall data values from the database that will be included in the calculations for a specific report.  Report SQL joins the INCIDENTKEY, IN_BASIC, and ATTR_CODE tables retrieving incidents based upon the user entered report parameters discussed above.   For this report only Fire Incident Types (100 - 173) are retrieved.   
There is a separate block of SQL for each report page.  This SQL differs slightly in order to provide the correct grouping information for the graph presented on the page.  Key pieces of information retrieved for all report pages are:  Incident Number, Grouping field (i.e. Incident Type, Property Use, or Time Series), and Casualty Count.  The data retrieved in the Casualty count field will be either fatalities or injuries depending upon the Casualty parameter selected by the user for the report.

B.
Field SQL:  Each page of the report will contain the fields with the following calculation methods.  "Casualty" will be either Fatalities or Injuries, as specified by the user-selected parameter.
1. Incident Total:  Count of all rows in the result set (with each row representing a single incident).

2. Incidents with Casualties:  Count of all rows where the Casualty Count is greater than zero.

3. Casualty Total:  Sum of the Casualty Count field for all Incidents retrieved.

4. Graphic Display:  Sum of Casualty Count broken out by Grouping Field.
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
